Equine First Aid for Horse Owners Course — 15t October

On Saturday 1st October 2016, from 10am until 4pm, we will be holding
one of our popular Equine First Aid for Horse Owners. This course
offers a morning of lectures on how to handle equine emergencies that
are likely to be encountered by anyone spending a lot of their time with
horses: colic, cuts and grazes, wounds over joints / tendon sheaths etc.
In the afternoon there are practical sessions in small groups on equine
examinations, bandaging and functional anatomy.

The course is open to any horse owners who would like to learn about
equine first aid. It costs £25 per person, which goes towards the cost of
bandage materials, course notes (new and updated for 2016) and
certificate of attendance, transport of the horses used in the practical
sessions and the hire of the village hall.

Places are limited and tickets must be paid for in advance to guarantee your place. Refunds can only be
offered on places cancelled at least 14 days before the course.
